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The study aimed to (1) find out the administration of the Chan River development
project of the local administrative organizations, 2) identify the factors affecting their
administration of this project, and 3) to indicate their problems and obstacles to the project
administrations. The data were collected by using the questionnaire. The sample of the
study were 76 people who were chairmen and deputy chairmen of Tam administrative
organizations, chairmen and deputy chairmen of the administrative organizations councils,
and members of the administrative organizations. The total returned questionnaires were
76. t- test and F-test were used to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summoned up below.

Characteristics of the sample Most of the subjects in this study were males, aged
31-40 and completed primary school. They were in the agricultural sector and earned a net
monthly income of 5,000 — 10,000 baht. They had a good knowledge and understanding

about the Chan river development. They received related news and information at a

moderate level. They had experience in developing the Chan river at low level, and
received training on it at a low level too. Their administration under the principle of good
governance was found to be moderately efficient, and their administration in developing the
Chan river was aiso found to be moderately efficient.

The Tambon Pa Tueng administrative organization's administration was more
efficient than that of the Tambon Mae Salong Nok Administrative organizations. The former
had a better knowledge and understanding about the Chan river development. Other
aspects that were better were receiving news or information'about the river development,
experience in implementing the river development project, receiving training on developing
the river, planning, budget management, public service as stipulated by law, participation in
developing the river, and public relations concerning the river development. However, the
latter (the Tambon Mae Salong Nok Administrative organizations) were sex, degree of
knowledge and understanding about the Chan river development, receiving related news
and information and experience in implementing the river administration project. In
contrast, the factors that had no effect on the administration o the Chan river development
were age, education, primary occupation, monthly income, receiving training on developing
the river, and administration under the good governance principle.

Recommendations

The organizations responsible for the Chan river development project of the tambon
administrative organizations were the Ministry of interior, the Ministry of Natural Resources
and Environment, Chiangrai Province. Mae Chan District, Non-government Organization
related to the Chan river development and the tambon administrative organizations should
make the following improvements.

1. The should give a good knowledge and understanding of developing the rives
to the administrators and the members of the tambon administrative organizations councils.

All sectors concerned should join the project.
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2. The information system should developed so that the administrators and the
members of the tambon administrative organizations councils can get up—to—date
information.

3. The personnel to implement the Chan river project should continually receiving
training and should be taken for an observation tour to increase their knowledge and skills
as well as their studies.

4. The administrators and the members of the tambon administrative o_rganizations,
including people in general, should participate in administering the river development
project. Some activities should be held for this purpose, much as holding a mobile meeting

and a tambon/village forum.
