Title of Research Paper : Attitude towards Sexual Relationship of Students: Case Study on

High School Students in Rayong Province

The objectives of this study were to study the attitude of the high school students in Rayong
Province towards the sexual relationship. Also the study was to fine to the factors realated to
student’s attitude toward students’ sexual relationship. The sample of the study were male and female
students studying in Matayom 4 — 6 of Ban Chang Kanjanakul Vittaya, Rayong Province, totally 206
students. Questionnaires were divided into 2 parts, namely first part as general background
information and the second part as questionnaires testing the attitudes towards sexual relationship.
These questionnaires were examined with face validity and pre-test with the sampling population
within similarity. The statistic used in this study were percentage, mean, frequency, standard

deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of variance or f-test.

The findings were summed up as follows:

1) General background information. About 50 per cent of the population were female, 33.5
per cent were 16 years old, 35 percent were studying in Matayom 5, 36.9 earned less than 1,000 Baht
a month, 51 per cent having a father who had primary education, 85.7 having a mother who had
primary education, 66 per cent were Rayong residents, 66 per cent parents live together, 55.3 parents
were happily married, 67 per cent lived with the parents, 51 per cent learned about the 2 or 3 times

sexual relationship via internet, 33.5 learned about pornography media and materials from televisions
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and movies, 83.5 per cent never had sexual relationship. For the students who had sexual experience,
24.8 per cent seldom had sexual relation, 81.3 having first sexual relationship with boy/girl-friends or
closed friends

2) The level of attitudes of the students towards sexual relation generally showed that the
attitudes of the students towards sexual relationship was in medium level

3) Relating factors with the attitude of the sampling students towards sexual relationship had
significant statistic implication such as gender, age, level of education of parents and the access to
information regarding sexual relationship in internet. This means male students had better attitude
towards sexual relationship than female students, the students at the age of 17 had better attitude
towards sexual relationship than those at the age of 15,16 and 18, the students with the parents who
had lower educational background had better attitude towards sexual relationship than those with the
parents with higher educational level, the student who get more access to information regarding the
sexual relationship in the internet had better attitude towards sexual relationship than those who did
not get less access to internet.

From the result of study, the author recommends sectors relevant to the children group such
as school and family that they participate in providing the students with knowledge and thinking
methodology, behavior and etiquette in correct or precise sexual relationship as well as guidelines in
protecting the problems arising out of a good attitudes of the students towards sexual relationship
including having sexual behavior within the school age. Both public and private sectors must provide
the students with good examples of social values, cooperate in controlling the pornography media and
materials in all means of media as well as reduce stimulants that lead to positive attitude towards

sexual relationship of the students in having sexual relation within their school age.
