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The study has a major objective that is to study factors that related to the
participation of inhabitants in Romklao Community 1 under the management of
condominium juristic person. One hundred and twenty were selected paticipants
from people who live in Romklao Community 1. Questionnaires consist of four parts:
Part 1 individual information (such as sex, age, religion, education level, occupation,
income, period of staying, status of living, and status of being management
committee), Part 2 measurement about environment factors (such as knowledge about
condominium juristic person, the reliability of management and control committees,
the accountability of a manager of juristic person, expectation to the utility of the
communities, and information receiving), Part 3 the measurement of participation in
public relation activities in 4 aspects (comply with the rules, join the general meeting,
participate in public relation activities, and take care of the environment. Part 4
Open-ended questions which asked about problems, threats, and recommendations.
Percentage, average, and standard deviation, t-test, One-way Analysis of Variance

(F-test) and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation are statistics used in the study.

Findings
1. Individual information of the sample, 60.8 % of the sample is female,
average age 35 years old. 86.7% of the subjects is Buddhism. 41.7% of the subject

has education level lower than secondary school. 40% of the respondents is
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employees/shops/housewives. Most of the respondents 67.5% earn lower than 10,000
baht. Period of staying, 39.2% of the subjects has the period of staying between
81-160 months. Status of living, 46.7% of the respondents is owner or spouse of the
owner 96.7% of the respondents has never been in the control management
committee.

2. The participation of inhabitants is at the medium level. However, take
care of the environment and comply with the rules are in the high level. The
participation in public relation meeting and the participation in the general meeting
are in the medium level.

3. Factor that related the participation of the inhabitants are sex and age.
Male inhabitants participated in managing condominium juristic person more than
female inhabitants. Inhabitants, 34-48 years old participated in managing
condominium juristic person more than inhabitants who have age 19-33 years old and
up to 49 years old. For income, the reliability to management and control committee,
and information receiving related positively to the participation in managing
condominium juristic person.

4. Open - ended questions which asked about problems, threats, and
recommendations for living under the management of condominium juristic person in
Romklao Community 1 discovered that the most seriously problem was a teenagers’
party that made a loud noise and disturbed neighbors at night. Most inhabitants
recommended developing the security system by providing security staff and
installing CCTV.

Recommendations

1. Executives and management should recruit a manager who has experiences
in managing and have ability to solve problems of condominium juristic person.

2. Public relation should be used to promote knowledge and understanding
about rules to live together in the same place.

3. General meeting and public relation activities should be provide Community

’s activities in the suitable time that most inhabitants can be participated in.
