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Participation of the Community in Drug Prevention and Suppression in Urban
Communities : A Case Study of Kwang Hiranruji, Khet Thonburi, Bangkok.

The two objectives of the study were (1) to find out the degree of the
community committee’s participation in deep prevention and suppression in urban
communities, (2) to indicate the factors affecting their participation.

The data were collected from 109 community committee members in Kuang
Hiranruji, Khet Thonburi, Bangkok. A questionnaire was used to collect the data.
Frequency, mean and standard deviation were employed to describe the date,

and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1. Most of the community committee members were male. They were 24-39
years old. They had an income of 5,001-10,000 baht a month. Their education
was not higher than secondary school. They were engaged in general
employment. They had lived in the communities for more than 40 years. Their term
was 1-2 years. They had a good knowledge and understanding about drugs.

2. The community committee members received training and related
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information about drug prevention and suppression at a moderate level.

3. They participated in drug prevention and suppression at a moderate
level. They participated must in making decisions and least in evaluation.

4. The factors significantly influencing the community committee's participation
in drug prevention and suppression were income education, occupation, receiving
training, and receiving related news and information. On the contrary, gender, age,
member of residential years in the, community, length of time in the position of

community committee, and knowledge and understanding about drugs.

Recommendations

1. The government sector should give an opportunity for the community
committee to participate in following up and evaluating the drug prevention and
suppression operation. The committee should set a system for people to inform it
about dung offenses and must keep this confidential to provide safety for the
informant.

2. There should be meetings between the community committee and community
relations police to set a plan for drug prevention. The number of community committee
members in the meetings should be appropriate.

3. There should be campaigns for qualified people in the community to
serve in the community committee in order that they can use their knowledge for

the benefit of the community.
