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ABSTRACT

The two objectives of the study were (1) to find out the level of the youth's
participation in community development activities in Mae Korn Subsistrict, Muang District,
Chiangrai Province, and (2) to indicate the factors affecting their participation.

The sample consisted of 156 youths aged 13.25. A questionnaire was used
as a research tool to collect the data from them. The descriptive statistics to describe the
data were percentage, mean and standard deviation and the inferential statistics to test the
hypotheses were t-test, F-test and Pearson’s Correlation.

The findings were summed up below.

1. There were more women than men in the sample group. They were 17-
20 years of age. Most were studying in secondary school and high school levels. Also
most were members of such groups as the youth group, the sport group, the neighbor
group, etc.

2. As a whole, the youth participated in community development activities at
a moderate level. All the components, which were found to be moderate were expressing
opinions, doing activities, acceptance and support from the community, and realizing the
usefulness of joining the activities.

3. The factors found to affect their participation in community development

activities were being a group member and raising in a democratic manner by the family.



Recommendations | 1 6 8 8 6 5

1. Agencies or organizations related to community development should set
more plans or projects for the youth so that they will learn new things together and see the
importance of joining the projects.

2. The community should give importance to the youth by inviting them to
attend community activities and serve in committees that hold activities. It should send the
youth to attends training courses and encourage outsiders to observe the youth's works.

3. The households in Mae Korn Subdistrict should encourage their
children to join community activities, so that they dare to show off their ability Besides, this

is a way to develop their self-confidence.
