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The purpose of the study was two fold : 1) To find out the reflection of the Thai
economy society and politics from Thai Folk Songs 2) To study the change of Thai folk songs and
the supporters.

The study seperated into 2 aspects, the first one was to analyse the contents from
Thai Folk Songs which were the most popular to listeners in the period 1997-2005 . By collecting
199 songs. Secondly, the key-informants who acquainted to AThai Folk Songs for along times
including,composors, singers and media persons were totally 12 persons and interviewing by in-
depth.The conclusions was drawn from logical reasoning and percentage used.

Results :

1 Reflection of Thai folk songs in the aspects of economic, social and politics
were as following :

1.1 Economy reflection from Thai Folk Songs between 1997-2005 was
concerned with the oil criris which rapidly price increased and effecting to domestic economy.
Because of that moment,the development plans had been focusing being modernized society that
made the Thai people to accept material values.

1.2 Social reflection, it was clear in the terms of luxuries, occultism beliefs
amongs the modern periods the word “Modernization without Development”. Family relation was
changed rapidly, to be much more independence. The elder’s role was decreasly accepted in
family. The group of rural people migrated to the city and living at condominiums, using mobile

telephone and some of girls living their life with service career.
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1.3 Because of politics was far away from people life, so Thai folk songs were
not clearly reflected the political fraud, but the most of reflections were talking about
government policies and hidden with humours.

Recommendations

1. The related organization,such as the Ministry of Culture,should promote Thai
folk Songs to retain in Thai society.The composers and singers who play the importance roles
should be more praised.

2. As folk songs give the society mottos and culture, they should be taught in

educational institute so that the youth will love folk songs and as the way to preserve them.
