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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1) general information of Border
Patrol Police Schools, 2) operations of the Agriculture for Lunch Project of Border
Patrol Police Schools, 3) opinions toward operations of the Agriculture for Lunch
Project of Border Patrol Police Schools, and 4) problems and suggestions for operations
of the Agriculture for Lunch Project of Border Patrol Police Schools in.

The studied samples included teachers, students, guardians including farmer
housewives group who run the Agriculture for Lunch Project of Border Patrol Police
Schools in Nakhon Phanom Province, attached to the Border Patrol Police Sub-Division
23, Sakon Nakhon Province numbering 6 schools, 280 persons which composed of 46
teachers, 87 students, 87 guardians and 60 members of farmer housewives group.
Interview form was instrument for collecting data. Statistics used for data analysis
were maximum value, minimum value, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Findings from research results were as follows. 1) 60.90% of the teachers at
Border Patrol Police Schools were male with the average age at 37.96 years. Most of
them had served as teachers for between 10-20 years. For students, 52.20% of them
were female living with their parents. Rice farming was occupation of most guardians
and farmer housewives group. 2) In terms of study results of the operations of the
Agriculture for Lunch Project, it was found no participation by most students’
guardians in preparing plants production planning and preparing lunch planning.
Meanwhile, nutritious food production did not meet their needs, such as dry beans and
vegetables were insufficient. 3) In teachers’ opinions toward the overall project
operations, they agreed at medium level. But in their opinions toward schools
capability in producing vegetables consecutively throughout academic year with
sufficient agricultural products to be cooked for lunch consecutively in each day, they
agreed at low level. 4) Overall problem of the project operation was at low level. They
however opined that problems still existed in agricultural production for lunch at
medium level. Suggestions were; to review the plan/results of the project operations
over the past year to find out if there was any problem or risk which made the project
operations failed to achieve the set goal. At the same time, an attempt should also be
made to seek decrease or preventive measures for possible risks which may arise along
the operation process.
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
