Youths through Different Methods : A Case Study of Bordindecha

The two objectives of the study were (1) to find out the effectiveness of spreading Dhamma
on cherishing parents to youths by means of multimedia, lecture and reading, and (2) to compare the
different means of spreading Dhamma on This matter. The data were collected from 300 secondary
school students. Percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to describe the data while t-test
and F-test were used to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up below.

1. Interest The students who learn the Dhamma through multimedia were more interested in
the Dhamma than those who learn form reading. Also those who learn through a lecture were more
interested in the Dhamma than those who learn from reading. However, there was no significant
difference between those learning through multimedia and those learning through a lecture.

2. Understanding The students learning Dhamma through multimedia had a better
understanding than those learning it through a lecture and the latter had a better understanding than
those leamning through reading. However, a significant difference was found only between the
multimedia group and the reading group, not between the former and the lecture group.

3. Determination to follow the Dhamma A significant difference was found in
determination to follow the Dhamma only between the students leamning through the multimedia and
those learning through reading.

4. Effectiveness of spreading the Dhamma The “multimedia” method was more effective

in spreading the Dhamma than the “reading” method and the lecture method was more effective than
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the “reading” method, too. No significant difference was found between the “multimedia” method
and the “lecture” method.

5. Biosocial characteristics of the students. The factors found to be significantly related to
the effectiveness of spreading the Dhamma were age and school year level. That is, the students aged
12-14 leamed the Dhamma more than those aged 15-16, and the students in Matthayomsuksa 2
learned the Dhamma more than those in Matthayomsuksa 4. On the other hand, gender, GPA,
father’s occupation and mother’s occupation were not significantly related to the effectiveness of
spreading the Dhamma.

6. Bringing-up methods. It was found that the more-love and support the students received,
the better they learned the Dhamma. No significant difference was found when different degrees of
control were used in bringing up the students. Next, the more Dhamma was supplemented in the

bringing-up method, the more the students learned the Dhamma on cherishing the parents.

Recommendations

1. The school should teach the students the Dhamma on cherishing the parents when they
were in primary school and lower secondary school because those who were in lower secondary
school were more determined to show gratitude to their parents than those who were in high school.

2. The school should hold a meeting with the parents to recommend them to bring up their
children through the love and support method and the Dhamma-adding method because both methods
could make the students have a determination to look after their parents.

3. Further studies should study the effectiveness of spreading Dhamma at school by having
students attend a Dhamma training course for several days. Also, a survey should be conducted to
find out how the students treat their parents after attending the Dhamma sessions.

4. Comparison should be made in the effectiveness of spreading Dhamma at different types
of schools-private, schools, public schools, and vocational schools so that the research results can be

useq to develop the effective method of spreading it.
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
