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There are 2 objectives for this research, i.e., 1) to study the roles of state and private
organizations in opening-up free trade with China, and 2) to find out problems and obstacles in
playing such roles of the said organizations about the matter.

It is a qualitative study; collecting data from 14 key-informants by the in-depth interview
technique. Data analysis is done with logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Results of the study reveal that the state organizations concerned are enthusiastic with
adaptive measures such as improvement of laws and orders, reducing steps for in-coming and
out-going commodities, including preparation for the “one stop service” to facilitate the free trade
opening.

For private organizations, they co-operate on the information aspects by organizing
training, seminar, exchanging views, gathering problems, creating good relationship with China.
Among the entrepreneur, they improve their commodity’s quality, production quality and
monitoring trade news, exchanging information with China.

Important problems detected are:

1. Local organizations still lack good coordination and lack budget for operation and
role improvement.

2. The people at large are not well informed from the concerned state and private
organizations.

3. Laws and orders in different regions of China are different causing difficulties in
open-up market for Thai commodities.

4.  Steps and regulations for in-coming and out-going commodities are complicate.
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Important recommendations emerged, among others, are:

1. State organizations, concerned should increase supports in information, public
relation, including training and seminar; increase knowledge about laws, orders, steps and trading
opportunity to the entrepreneur.

2. Border officials, i.e., tax collectors, plant and other examiners should co-operate in
improving services to be “one stop service” practice very soon in order to reducing cost and time
consuming.

3. State and private organizations should co-operate closely in promotion, correction
and improvement the potentiality of Thai entrepreneurs to be highly competitive.

4. Meetings and discussions between the two nations should be held periodically to

ensure equality in trade practices of both sides.
