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ABSTRACT

A Study of Khon Kaen Province

There are 4 objectives for this research, i.e., 1) to study types of cultural tourism
on Thai silk route ; 2) to study the readiness of cultural tourism on Thai silk route ; 3) to
find out problems and obstacles on the management of cultural tourism on Thai silk
route and corrective measures ; 4) to study needs for supporting the management of
cultural tourism on Thai silk route form concerned agencies.

It is a qualitative study using the in-depth interview technique for data coliection ;
18 key-informants were interviewed in—-depth for this purpose. Data analysis is done with
logical context description and descriptive statistics.

Findings of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. Types of cultural tourism on Thai silk route can be separated into 2 types ;
i.e., within one day and more than one day.

1.1 The one day type can be organized in 3 routes ; i.e., form Khon kaen
town to various districts in Khon Kaen province, all of which can come back to the
provincial town within one day with a glimpse of touching Thai silk activities.

1.2 The stay — overnight type can be organized to various communities and
2 district, i.e., Maljakiri and Chonnabot

2. The readiness in having cultural tourism on Thai silk route appears possible in
various communities in Khon Kaen province ; these communities are well equipped with

living facilities in addition to having Thai silk activities for tourists to enjoy seeing.
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3. Problems and obstacles found are insufficient coordination work among
concerned government agencies in promoting and improving cultural tourism in the
province.

4. Among supports needed are, for example, market expansion, improving
productive techniques, designs to be more appeal to potential customers.

Recommendations emerged are :

1. The province should have clear and practical policy on cultural tourism of Thai
silk route.

2. Concerned agencies should adjust their roles to be appropriate with the
integrated management.

3. Local agencies should provide adequate public utilities to their communities.

4. The community should transmit knowledge and wisdom about Thai silk

activities to younger generation without interruption.
