The study on form and process of members of parliament election campaign in 2005 of
political praise in Ubonrajchathani province has objectives to clarify form and process of election
campaign of candidates for members of parliament from different political parties in Ubonratchathani
province. The study determined, target group for interviewing by emphasizing 41 persons to be 12
key persons of the group, who are able to provide data of forms and process in election campaign
such as politicians who are members of parliament, canvasser, voters, NGOs, business men and
executive government officials.

Findings

The findings were briefly stated as follows:

1. Forms and system of canvassers which were structured in community, village, sub
district, district and province mobilized relatively to access voters Accessibility to voters will
determine the result of election.

2. State mechanisms and patron client system were the critical factors which made the
candidates from government parties gained advantages than other conciliates from other political
parties.

3. Election independent organizations were not able to control the election to comply to the

rule of law because the elation commission is under political influence.
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4. Regarding Perception and awareness of democracy, it was found that people and
relevant groups have low understanding and misvalue on ethical politics. Politics and election are the

matter of rearing of benefits.

Recommendations :

1. There must be democratic development on education and building a body of knowledge
on human development in order to educate people on ethical politics. The most important institution
is family which is the smallest institution of society.

2. Education institutions should provide courses and curriculum which integrate concepts
of ethical democracy development in all level of education.

3.  Support relation system among local people in terms of values and culture which
emphasize merit and local wisdom, in order to create learning process which has community culture
as a core in development, which would collaborate with community organizations in democratic
development.

4. To establish new organization in considering on the issues of complaining on the issues
of complaining on violations of election by organizing election court which election commission and
attorney are complainant and prosecutor receptively.

5. There should have a credible independent organization in a form of Royal avisory team
to be on duty during the election campaign when the government has its full term administration.

6. The organization in recommendation no 5 should appoint independent organization to

examine and monitor in order to be clean, fair and independent.
