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The objectives of the study were

1. to find out the opinion of the vocational school and higher vocational school
students at the Northeast Polytechnic College in Ubonratchathani Province on the Students
Loan Fund,

2. to identify the factors related to their opinion,

3. to indicate the problems and seek some suggestions on the operation of the
Students Loan Fund.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 255 vocational school and higher
vocational school students. The questionnaire was composes of three parts. The first part
dealt with the general background data of the sample. The second part asked their opinion
about the Students Loan Fund. The last part contained open-ended questions to seek
opinions on other aspects. Percentage, mean, and standard deviation were used to

describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summarized below.

1. Most of the students in the study were males, aged 20 years or more. Their
hometowns were in other districts in Ubonratchathani Province. Their fathers were farmers
and so were there mothers. The household income was not were than 5,000 baht a

month. The parents had about 3 children. They made a loan of 15,001 baht or more from
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the Students Loan Fund. However, the amount of loan was not adequate. They also
received information related to the Students Loan Fund.

2. The students had no opinion about the Students Loan Fund, (feeling indifferent).
The objective of the project go the highest mean, followed by the project implementation
and the criteria for extending a loan.

3. The factors that affected their opinion significantly were monthly household
income, number of sisters and brothers and adequacy of the amount of loan.

4. The factors that had no impact on their opinion were gender, age, hometown,
father's occupation, mother's occupation, amount of money derived from the fund in the

1/2004 semester, and receiving information about the fund.
