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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to measure the satisfaction of the
parents and the Basic Education School committee with their participation in school
management, and 2) to identify the factors related to their satisfaction. The data were collected
by using a questionnaire which was composed of three parts : (1) questions about the personal
background, 2) questions about factors related to the participation in school management, and
3) open — ended questions about the problems and suggestions. The sample group consisted
of 159 parents and the Basic Education School Committee members. Mean, Standard
deviation, t — test and F —test (One Way ANOVA) were used to analyzed the data.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

1. Most of the respondents were female (51.6%). The average age was
43.62. About 82.4% completed primary education. Most were farmers (39.6%). The monthly
income was not more than 5,000 baht (90.6%). Most lived in the area which the school
served (93.7%). About 90.6 % were parents, and about 9.4% were the school committee
members.

2. The parents and the Basic Education School Committee members were
satisfied with their participation in school management at a high level. Two aspects with
which they were satisfied at a high level were communication between the home and the

school, curriculum and teaching and learning activities and education resource mobilization .
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3. The factors significantly related to their satisfaction with the participation
in school management were sex, age, education, occupation income and type of respondents.
That is, the male respondents were more satisfied with the female ones. Those who were less
than 40 years old were more satisfied than those who were older. Those who had lower
education than primary school were more satisfied than those who had higher education. Those
in the agricultural sector were more satisfied than those in the non - agricultural sector. Those
who had a lower income than 5,000 baht were more satisfied than those who had a higher income.
Lastly, the parents were more satisfied than the school committee members.

4. The parents and the school committee had expressed their opinions on the
participation problems as follows : First, the parents had no free time to attend the meetings.
They had little chance to determine the development plan of the school. And about 16.9%
stated that the school designed the curriculum and the parents were invited just to
acknowledge the matters.

The researcher made the following recommendations for the school to
increase the participation of the parents and the school committee members.

(1) The school should hold meetings on weekend so that the parents and
the committee members will be more willing to attend the meetings. This time in suitable
for women, farmers and those living outside the School’s service area.

(2) The parents should be made to see the benefit or the importance of their
participation, especially in the learning and teaching activities, in budget management, and
procurement.

(3) The school should arrange the environment that favors tacking and

learning activities. It should systematically look after or help students in every aspect.
