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Title of Research Paper : Factors Affecting the Respectfulness Behavior of High School

Students: A Case Study of Vimutrayarampithayakorn School

Three objectives of the study were (1) to examine the respectfulness of high school students,
(2) to find out factors related to the respectfulness of high school students, and (3) to bring the study
results to establish the policy making which will strengthen and encourage youth respectfulness.
Data was collected from 250 high school students. Descriptive statistics, mean, percentage, standard
and standard deviation were used to describe the data. F-test and t-test werc used for hypotheses

testing at 0.05-significance level.

Findings
1. The respectfulness of high school students was moderate in both physical and vocal.
2. Factors related to the respectfulness of high school students were grade point average, child
raising style, surrounding people, Buddhism practice transfer, and Buddhist practice

experience in school.

Recommendations
1. Government should have policy to encourage the student respectfulness behavior. The clear
policy should be made under the cooperative between Ministry of Education and Ministry of
Culture for an appropriate child raising policy, which is Dhamma cducated by the
cooperative with mass media to present a good model to reduce the aggressive behavior of

students.
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School administrators should provide a guardian meeting to suggest the 5 child raising ways,
love and encourage, rational, mind punishment more physical punishment, control, and self
taking care. The finding shown that self taking care gave the highest respectfulness behavior
of students.

School administrators should encourage people to be a good model and present to student or
conducting a simple media about respectfulness because the finding indicated that the student
who received a good model from surrounding people would have more respectfulness than
the otl{ers. ‘

School administrators should give the participatory opportunity to family, wat, and
community to conduct more Buddhist activities such as alms offering activity, attending the
important Buddhist Event day, conduct the moral camp and invite monk to be speaker to
build student experience due to the finding shown that the student who have more Buddhist
practice experience and Buddhist practice transfer in school, would have more respectfulness

than the others.
