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The two objectives of the study were (1) to find out NIDA students’ knowledge and
attitude toward blood donation and (2) to indicate the factors contributing to their
knowledge and attitude toward blood donation.

The population was 192 graduate students in the 14" and the 15" weekend
programs offered by the School of Social Development, NIDA. The sample of 120 students
were randomly selected and a questionnaire was employed to collect the data from them.
The descriptive statistics to describe the data were percentage, mean and standard
deviation, while the inferential statistics to test the hypotheses were t-test, F-test, and
Pearson’s Product — Moment Correlation.

The findings were summarized below

1. General characteristics of the sample. Most of the students in the study were
female. Most of them were below 30 years old and were single. Most had a Bachelor's
degree in Business Administration, and were state enterprise employees. The majority had
an average monthly income of 10,001 — 15,000 baht.

2. The students had a moderate knowledge about biood donation.

3. Their attitude toward blood donation was good.
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4. The factors that had no effect on their knowledge were sex, marital status,
income, field of study in the undergraduate level, occupation, and average monthly income.
5. The factor that contributed to their attitude was knowledge about blood
donation. On the contrary, age, sex, marital status, field of study in the undergraduate
program, occupation, and average monthly income had no effect on their attitude toward

blood donation.
