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The study was conducted for the following objectives :
1) to examine the smart behavior of Bangkok people in Bangkok Governor election;
2) to identify the situational factors that were related to their smart behavior in the
Bangkok Governor election;
3) to indicate the original psychological attributes that were related to their smart
behavior in the Bangkok Governor election; and
4) to point out the situational psychological attributes that were related to their smart
behavior in the Bangkok Governor election.
The sample group consisted of 227 Bangkok people, who were students from public
and private universities and two groups of working people : One group included those with a
higher degree than a Bachelor’s degree and the other group included those with a lower degree
than a bachelor’s degree. In selecting the sample, Bangkok was divided into five areas: northern,
central, southern, eastern and western areas.
The data were analyzed by using Pearson’s correlation, t-test and F-test.
The findings were briefly stated as follows:
The Bangkok people in this study had a smart election behaviors, which could be
ranked from the highest mean to the lowest as follows: no dependence on the election poll, no

dependence on influential people, consideration of the problems and needs of Bangkok people,
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consideration of the qualifications of the candidate, and consideration of the candidate’s
teamwork.

It was also found that Bangkok people who were only slightly influenced by powerful
people and received political news at a high level had a smarter election behavior than their
counterparts. This was also found in the woman group and the high income group.

Next, Bangkok people the were highly future oriented and believed in one’s own power
were smarter in thin election behavior than their counterparts. This was the case in the group of
people living in the western area, working people. High-income people and people who used to
vote.

Furthermore, the Bangkok people who had a highly positive attitude toward election had
a smarter election behavior than these who had a lower positive attitude. These who used to vote
and these who lived with their parents had a smarter election behavior than other groups.

Based on the research results the following were recommended:

First, Bangkok people should retain their smart election behavior. The mass media
should play a role in spreading news and guideline for consideration. Schools should track their
students what to consider in election.

Regarding the situational factors, the social institutions concerned, namely, the election
committee, and the mass media should educate Bangkok people to have a smart election behavior
by not being influenced by any power and opposing cheating in the election. Bangkok people
should access to were information through the mass media, such as television, radio, newspapers,
advertising beards and exhibitions.

With regard to the original psychological attributes, Bangkok people should develop
future-oriented characteristic and belief in one’s power regarding politics. They should be pointed
out about the strengths and the weaknesses of foolish election. They should always be alert to
political events.

As for the situational psychological attributes, Bangkok people should build a good
attitude toward election and democratic values. They should not just vote on the election day, but

should participate in other aspects, too.
