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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to study the agro-tourism situation in Ban
Nachok, Mueang Nakhon Phanom District, Nakhon Phanom Province; 2) to study the agro-
tourism management of Ban Nachok; 3) to study the tourists’ satisfaction of the agro-tourism
management of Ban Nachok; and 4) to study problems, obstruction, and suggestions on the
agro-tourism management of Ban Nachok.

The population in this study consisted of 5 community leaders, 15 persons who
had managed the agro-tourism and were registered as the ones who had managed the agro-
tourism by The Tourism Authority of Thailand in 2009, and 73 Agro-tourists selected by
using accidental random sampling methodology. The data collected by interviewing and
analyzed by using descriptive analysis.

The findings of this study were as follows: 1) considering the situation of the
agro-tourism in Ban Nachok, Mueang Nakhon Phanom District, Nakhon Phanom Province, it
was found that it tended to have more tourists caused by in-season festivals such as the
tradition of flowing ships beautifully decorated with the light along the river or canal to pay
their worship to the Buddha or the annual period of time to pay worship to the Buddha’s relics
at Phra Thard Phanom Temple which resulted to their income. 2) considering the agro-
tourism management in Ban Nachok, it was found that the agro-tourism was put in sub-
district developing plan. Their area was usually divided into 2 zones - the residential zone and
agricultural zone. The readiness of the agro-tourist attraction places reached their standard,
this was as follows: The size of the area was suitable for the quantity of tourists, the readiness
of basic public utility, and the agro-tourism activities which stressed the culture and the
identity of their community to be the prominent points that impressed the tourists. 3) in the
aspect of the tourists it was found that 52.10% of the studied tourists were male, with average
age at 51.00 years. 80.80% of them were married. 49.30% of them were educated at primary
level. The hometown of most of them was in the central part of the country. 63.00% of them
were a farmer. The income of 58.90% of them was lower than 10,000 Baht. The average
frequency of their traveling for agro-tourism in Ban Nachok was 1.34 times. The purpose of
traveling of 93.20% of them was a field trip/sightseeing. And 57.70% of them had received
the information on the agro-tourism from their friends or acquainted persons. The tourists
were satisfied with the agro-tourism management in Ban Nachok at much level in 4 aspects -
the management of the tourist attraction agro-places, the services of the tourist attraction
agro-places, the readiness of the tourist attraction agro-places, and the attraction of the tourist
attraction agro-places. And 4) considering their problems and suggestions on the agro-tourism
management in Ban Nachok, there was a suggestion that there should have been various
forms of public relations to meet the various ways of the tourists’ information receiving.
