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The objectives of the study were as follows:

1. To study decision making on studying at Rattanbundit University of Science and
Technology of the students in Mattayom 6 in three southem Thai border provinces,

2. To study the factors affecting such a decision.

The 258 samples were students in Mattayom 6 in Yala, Pattani and Narathiwat provinces.
They were selected by multi-stage sampling. A questionnaire was employed to collect the data.
The statistics for data analysis were frequency, percentage arithmetic mean standard, deviation,
Chi- square and Cramer’s V.

The findings of the study were summed up below.

The majority of the sample were female, majoring in sciences- mathematics and the average
GPA was between 2.01-2.50. The parents had primary education, they were farmers and their
monthly family income was lower than 5,000 baht.

About only 12.8% of the sample wanted to further their studies because of (1) a desire to
acquire more knowledge (2) advices by the Rattanabundit counselor (3) support form parents
and counselors and (4) advices by the school counselor. About 17.4% did not want to continue their

education. However, the majority (69.8%) were not sure whether to do so.
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The factors found to affect their decision — making significantly at a modulate level were their
expectation from continuing the studies, access to information related to the university, and opinion
about the university.

The factors affecting decision-making on studying at Rattanabundit University of Science
and Technology of Mattayom 6 Students in three Thai-border provinces were as follows:

1. Personal and family factors: gender, father’s educational level and family income.

2. Expectation from further education : acquiring more knowledge, being modern, and
having a good future like the alumni.

3. Access to related information sources about the university : relatives, siblings and peers

4. Opinion about the university : educational expenses, reliable teaching - learning system
and reliable Rattanabundit counselors.

The factors that had no impact on their decision — making are :

1) Personal and family factors : Grade Point Average (GPA), father’s occupation,
mother’s education.

2) Expectation from father education : opportunity to get a jobs, recognition, studying
at the same place as their friends and career path.

3) Access to related information sources about the university : school counselors,
father, mother, radio, magazines and other publications.

4) Opinion about the university : curriculum responding to the needs and educational
background, distance from home, enough saving fund, education loan extended by the

government, alumni’s reputation, dormitory system and student care system.
