The purposes of the study on Members of Parliament’s Opinion toward the Application
of Electronic Voting Machine are as follows: (1) to study on Members of Parliament’s Opinion
toward the Application of Electronic Voting Machine (2) to analyze factors that influence
Members of Parliament’s Opinion toward the Application of Electronic Voting Machine.
Targeted population was 250 members. Tool used in this study was questionnaire. Statistics used
in the study were frequencies, percentage, mean, standard deviation, inference statistics, t - test

and F — test.

Research Outcomes:

1) It was found the majority of sampling group was male, at the age of 36 — 45, with
bachelor degree in Social Science, earning a living as freelance entrepreneur, used to be Members
of Parliament’s from one-man one-vote election, have never been members of local councils or
local administrators, being members of Thai Rak Thai Party.

2) It was found that the overview opinions of Members of Parliament’s towards the
Electronic Voting Machine is neutral ; considering it is of no definite impact on them. According
to the analysis made on each aspect, the national budget saving was of highest mean, followed by
the efficient management for the election. The accuracy and reliability of the Electronic Voting
System was of lowest mean.

3) Influential factors found over the opinion of Members of Parliament’s towards the
Electronic Voting Machine were their former professions, experiences during their membership in
political party, knowledge and understanding about Electronic Voting Machine. The factors that
do not influent their opinions were gender, age, educational background (degree and field) and
political background, experience as Parliament Members from one-man one-vote election, or
from party list, members of local council, local administrators, and candidates in national

council election , local council election and local administraton election.
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Recommendations: 1 6 8 1 2 7

1) The Election Committee should investigate thoroughly the functions of the
Electronic Voting Machine to ensure transparency, accuracy and reliability of the machine.
Aggressive public relations to introduce this new election tool to public and every concerned
organizations was recommended in order to provide them with clear knowledge and
understanding regarding the machine itself and the election process to be used in the election
when the machine is in use.

2) The Election Committee should carry out demonstrations on how to use the machine
and provide the opportunities for concerned people and organizations to try and to test the
efficiency of the Electronic Voting Machine to make them realize the differences between the
existing voting system and electronic voting system regarding the time-saving and the

convenience from this new tool.
