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The study was conducted for two purposes : 1) to examine the informal education
students’ participation in the education planning activity in accordance with the Basic
Education Act, B.E. 2544 ;and 2) to identify the factors influencing their participation in the
education planning activity. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 240 informal
education students, who were studying at the community learning center. The data were
analyzed by using percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test (On-
Way ANOVA).

The findings were summarized below.

The male samples outnumbered the female ones. The over age was 29.07. Most
of the samples were studying in secondary school. Most had no job. Nearly half had a
monthly income of not more than 5,000 baht. They attended the community learning center
to get more education.

The samples thought that the center was ready at a high level. They were very
satisfied with the teaching and learning there. They also had high expectation about the
benefit to be gained from the center. Moreover, they had a goo knowledge and
understanding about the education planning activity in accordance with the Basic Education
Act, B.E.2544.
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The samples participated in the education planning activity at a moderate level.
They participated most in implementation and developing the action plan, followed by
initiative of activities and summarizing the action plan.

The factors significantly affecting their participation were primary occupation,
opinion about the readiness of the community learning center and expectation of the benefit
form studying at the center.

Recommendations

An adequate budget should be allocated to community learning centers. The
teachers should be continuously developed so that they can have more knowledge and this
can teach more effectively and can give advice to the students in joining the education
planning activity. The teachers should be encouraged to exchange their views in every
step. They should follow the student centered approach that focuses on enabling the
students to know how to think and bow to develop them selves in order to be able to solve
problems alone. Emphasis should be on integrated learning and the ability to apply the

knowledge to develop themselves and to use in daily life as will as at work.
