There are 3 objectives for this research, 1.e., 1) to study students’ need for
vocational leaming; 2) to study types of vocational learning and teaching in Islam

private schools located in the__ three southern provinces; 3) to study the féasibility in
providing vocational teaching to suit the needs of students and Islamic communities in the
southern provinces.

The study was carried out in Muang District, Yala Province by interviewing
15 key-informants in-depth. Data analysis is done via descriptive statistics of frequency,
percentage and mean.

Results of the study are briefly presented below :

I. The vocational study offered must not contradict to Islam’s tenets, and
Muslim’s ways of life.

2. Religions teaching and learning must be in line with vocational training.
In higher leaming at colleges, the government can carry on it’s vocational training
as usual but with the policy of mutual co-operation between the government and private
sectors,

3. The feasibility of opening up vocational teachings among Islamic private
schools in the three southern provinces is highly probably because of the readiness in

structural facilities, e.g., meterials, equipments, personnel and community acceptance.
