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ABSTRACT
Title of Research Paper  : Members’ Participation in the Activities of the Village and Urban
Community Funds: A Case Study of Khet Talingchan and Khet

The Study was conducted for the following objectives :

1. to find out the village and urban community members’ level of participation in. the fund’s
activities; v

2. to identify the factors affecting their participation in the activities of the village and
urban community funds; and

3. to point out their problems.and seek some suggestion on how to make them participate in
the fund’s activities.

The data were collected from 144 members of the village and urban community funds in
Khet Talingchan and Khet Ratburana in Bangkék. Two methods for data collection were distribution
of questionnaires and interview. The statistics to analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test and F-test.

Findings. Most of the members of the village and urban community funds were females, age
30-40. Most were employees at private companies and earned a monthly income of 5,001-7,50 baht.
They finished secondary school. They were the funds’ members for 2 years. The majority had

already attended a seminar to learn about the village and urban community fund.
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The village fund members took part in planning and decision-making at a low level, while
gaining profits, evaluating the performance and implementing the activities were found to be

moderate.

Recommendations

1. The village fund members should be given a chance to participate in planning of fund
management. They should be educated about how to select the committee members. They should be
informed of the fund’s problems and encouraged to find the causes and remedies.

2. Also, they should be informed of what benefits they will get from the village and urban
community fund, including what they will gain from attending the annual meeting and other
meetings.

3. The members should be given an opportunity to evaluate the performance of the village
and urban community fund committee and to choose the activities that the fund should do.

4. The Office of the National Village and Urban Community Funds should make people have
a better understanding about the fund, especially the rules and regulations. This is because people do
not have a clear understanding of the fund and the public relations about it is not continuous.

5. The government agency concerned should support the operation of the village and urban
community fund in Terms of budget and personnel so that the fund can be run smoothly and
effectively.

6. The government should evaluate the performance of each village and urban community
fund yearly to find out how effective the policy is and what regulations heed revised so that the fund

will yield the highest benefit to the people.
