Administration’s Special Program Students in Taking Care

of the Elderly

The two objectives of the study were

(1) to find out the behavior of looking after the elderly people of Special program
students at National Institute of Development Administration. (NIDA)

(2) to identify the facﬁors related to their behavior of looking after the elderly people.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 153 part time students at
NIDA, Bangkok Campus. Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were used
to analyze the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up as follows :

1. Most of the subjects were females, aged 26-30 and were single. Most of them
were weekend students in the School of Social Development. They had and income of not
more than 16,000 baht and the household income was not more than 47,000 baht. There
were on an average about 2 elderly people in their houses.

2. Overall, the environmental factor influenced their behavior of taking care of the
elderly people at a moderate level.

3. They had a good knowledge and understanding about how to look after the
elderly people.

4. The students’ behavior of looking after the elderly people was found to be at a

high level.
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5. The factors that significantly affected their behavior of looking after the elderly
people were sex, age, number of the elderly people in the house and the environmental
factor. In contrast, field of study, marital status, number of children, the student’s income,
the household income, and knowledge and understanding about how to look after the

elderly people were found to have no influence on their behavior.

Recommendations

1. Good and proper behavior toward the elderly people should be encouraged. Not
only the parents or the elderly relatives but also the elderly people outside should also be
respected, which will result in a good relationship within the family and within the society.

2. It was found that the elderly were seldom taken dut to see their friends.
Therefore, it was recommended that the elderly people were taken to do some activity
outside and to see their friends so that they would feel relaxed and would not get bored. In

addition, they would have productive ideas and would not have a health problem.
