There are 3 objectives for this research , i.e , 1) to study people’s quality of life in economic
aspect in Chieng Saen District , Chieng Rai Province ; 2) to study factors relating to people’s quality
of life in the district ; 3) to find out approaches for promotion of people’s quality of life in economic
aspect. Samples for this study comprise 395 people living in 72 villages , 6 Tambon of Chieng Saen
District . Questionnaire is used as a major tool for data collection ; statistics used for data analysis are
both descript as well as inferential , i.e , frequency , percentage , mean , standard deviation including
Pearson’s Correlation.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. The majority of samples completed only primary education , with annual income of
20,000 — 30,000 baht by the average ; their main occupation is agriculture.

2. The participation in the plan for quality of life developments in economic aspect is at
the moderate level.

3. The acceptance from the community as a whole is at the high level.

4. The confidence in the work — plan for quality of life development in economic aspect
is moderate.

5. It was found that educational attainment relates significantly to employment and
saving ; occupation relates to saving ; economic status relates to indebtedness and adjustment.

Problems found are people’s lacking general knowledge to make sound decisions in
developing their quality of life in economic aspect ; consumption value causes burden in having more

debts , among others.
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Recommendations emerged are , for example , promotion of more people’s participation in
various quality of life development projects ; promotion of application of folk wisdom and modem

knowledge to solve quality of life problems , leading to strong community life.
