The study was made for three purposes : (1) to find out the government officials’
opinion on the implementation of the longan grower registration policy in 2005 in Nan
Province, (2) to evaluate the government officials’ implementation performance, and (3) to
identify the problems of the policy implementation. |

Methodology The qualitati\}e data were taken from the documents and reports that
summarized the outcome of the operation of the Agricultural Office of Nan Province, the
Agricultural Extension Department, and the Office of Agricultural Economics. The filed data
were collected from distributing the questionnaires to the government officials who
implemented the longan grower registration policy in 2005 in Nan Province. These officials
were the director of each subdistrict agricultural technology service and transfer center, all
officials at the district agricultural offices in every district and all officials at the provincial
agricultural office. Percentage and mean were used to describe the data.

Findings Overall, the success of the policy implementation was found to be rather
high.

The registration staff, the officials at the operational center and the data processing
officials — all thought that the policy was successful at a high level. The operational
outcome was more successful than the procedures and the inputs, respectively. The
number of registered longan growers in 2005 was 8,345, or 85.10% of the expected figure

of 9,805.
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Problems in policy implementation

1) The implementation period was too shut and there were not enough officials.
When the work was accelerated, the efficiency decreased.

2) The budget and the manpower for policy implementation were limited.

3) The public relations time was too close and the message could not reach all
longan growers. They did not know much about the policy and did not see the importance,
so they did not go for registration.

4) The registration form required so much information that the officials them selves
felt confused about the definitions of the terms.

5) The procedures were complex and many documents were involved, such as
house registration paper and land ownership paper, to go with the request form, so many
longan growers decided not to come for registration.

6) Some longan growers were afraid that they would have to pay taxes if they
made the registration, so they did not give accurate information.

7) The hilltribe farmers had a language problem and needed to use interpreters,

so it took a long time to complete the registration process

Recommendations
1) The amount of time should be set to fit the workload. Enough manpower and
budget should be allocated to the project.

2) The registration should be continuously carried out until next year because the
information will be useful in production and marketing planning.

3) The policy should be publicized so that farmers could clearly understand its
objectives and came for registration as appointed.

4) The officials should be clearly explained about how to fill out the registration
form.

5) There should be flexibility in each local area, depending on the degree of
difficulty in collecting the data.

6) A plan on how to use the collected information to develop a policy and

evaluation should be set.
