The purposes of The Study on Factors Affecting Success in Preventing and Solving the Drug
Problem in a Muslim Community, Laem-tong-lang Village, Laem-ngob Sub-District, Laem-ngob
District, Trad Province are as follows:

1) To learn the process of how to solve the drug problem in Ban Laem-tong-lang community.

2) To know and comprehend the level of success concerning a possible solution to the drug problem
in Ban Laem-tong-lang community.

3) To learn the factors related to success in dealing with the drug problem in Ban Laem-tong-lang
community.

The independent variables are the structure of community, religious belief, leadership
potential and participation of villagers. Other factors are supported by the public sector and it’s
resources.

The dependent variables are the procedure for dealing with the drug problem of Leam-tong-
lang villagers, the success in preventing and solving problem and the possible solution to drug
problem in community.

Samples of the study consist of the heads of 160 families in Moo 5, Laem-tong-lang Village,

These groups are men and women, aged 31-45 years old. Most of them finished primary school
and work as fishermen. There are 1-4 members per family. Many families earn less than 3,000
Baht a month each but one third of them eamn about 3,001- 5,500 Bath a month. The majority of
people were born in this community and they have lived here for 21-40 years.

Their attempt to fix the drug problem is successful. People in community are satisfied about their
activities concerning to solving drug problem. Everyone looks happy because the village start to
be peaceful. There are less thieves, drug dealers and drug users than before. The teenage group
who used to take drugs have improved their behavior. This proves they are suitable methods for
solving the drug problem.

The main factors relate to success in dealing with the drug problem are as follows ; (1)
Leadership potential of the head of families. (2) Good relationship between members of the
families and strong religious belief. (3) Participation and information. (4) Network in community.
Obstacles and problems are that the budget is not large enough to support the project, the drug
users cannot find a suitable occupation easily even though they don’t take drugs anymore. The

other communities around the village still have some drug problems.

Suggestions:

1) The public sector ought to give the community encouragement and coordinate with them
regularly.

2)The public sector must provide help because they can know how to manage the drug
problem in the other communities.

3) The public sector ought to give community budget to support and solve the drug problem
as well.

4) The public sector ought to monitor the results of this project and help and advise the drug
uscrs about how to find a suitable occupation in the future. This can make them feel better

and they won’t go back to taking drugs again.
