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A study on “Farmer opinion towards the bio-organic farming : A case study
Farmers of Tambon Bangtataen , Songpinong district , Suphanburi Prdvince" A study
has two purposes :1) To study upon the farmer opinion of said Tambon (Commune)
towards the bio-organic rice farming and 2) To study factors related to the bio-
organic farming in Tambon.

The sample in this study is the farmers in Tambon Bangtataen .The size of
purposive sample is 150 families. Data and information are collected by questionnaires,
a study upon frequencies , percentage, average and standard deviation and t - test,

F- test also.

The Study Results :

1. The group of sample study are male farmers at the age between 41 — 50
years who mostly have been living in the community more than 31 - 40 years and
possess 21 — 30 years experience in farming . Their average income per year is
lower than 5,000.-Bath . Their education are only elementary level. Only 3-5 of them
in the family have experienced in chemical farming and majority members have not
conducted bio-organism but they plan to conduct in the future of them plan to try on
the bio-organic farming without advanced knowledge.

2. The study from 5 dimensions , have found that the sample group agree
to undertake the bio-organism farming at the moderate levei . But the researcher

considering in each dimension , has found the farmers highly agree in the bio-
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organic farming which the safety to grow and eat , an effect to environment, a
product In the bio-organic farming of marketing , profit making and lower cost
production the agreement is at moderate level.

3. Factors which influentially affect to farmers bio-organic farming are the

difference number of labor force in each family , technical know - how, understaanding

and experience.

Recommendations :

1. Tambon Administration Organization should formulate policy to educate the
farmers to have knowledge and understanding in bio-organism and impacts of chemical
matters.

2. Tambon Agricultural Extension Officers should be educated on bio-organism
and impacts of chemical matters.

3. Tambon Administration Organization should support bio-organic project so as

to use a demonstration for the farmers on changing chemical matters to bio-organism.
