The purpose of the study was twofold : (1) to examine the level of knowledge and
understanding of the committee and members about the village/urban community fund, and (2) to
find out the factors affecting their knowledge and understanding.

A questionnaire to collect the data from the population of 210 village/urban community fund
committee and members was composed of three parts. The first part concerned the general
background information of the subjects. The second part measured their knowledge and
understanding about the village/urban community fund. The third part contained open-ended

questions.

Findings
1. Background information. Of the total sample of 140 persons 68.6% were female. Most or
about 41.4% were more than 50 years old followed by those aged 41-50 (37.1%). About 85.0% were
married. About 58.6% finished primary education. About 57.2% earned lower than 5,000 baht a
month. About 66.4% were engaged in general employment, agriculture and others. About 63.6% had
served in other founds/cooperatives before.
It was found that most of the village/urban community fund members had a moderate

knowledge and understanding about the village/urban community fund (77.9%). No significant
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difference was found between the knowledge and understanding about the village/urban community
found and ’gcndcr, age, education, occupation and experience as a member of  other
funds/cooperatives. Only income was found to be significantly related to their knowledge and
understanding about the fund.

2. Findings from the committee group.

Of the total 70 committee, the number of males and that of females were equal. About
38.6% were 50 years old or more, followed by those aged 31-40 (34.3%). Finished secondary school
or had a lower education than a Bachelor’s degree. About 58.6% were engaged in general
employment agriculture and others. About 71.4% had served in other funds/cooperatives before.

It was found that most of the village/urban community fund committee had a “good”
knowledge and understanding about the fund (52.9). Gender, education, occupation, income,
experience as a committee in other funds/ cooperatives were found to have no relationship with their
knowledge and understanding about the village/urban community fund. Only age was found to be

significantly related with their knowledge and understanding about the fund.
