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The purpose of the study was twofold-:”

1. To examine the effectiveness of the occupational training program at Islam
private schools, and 2) to identify the operational problems of the Yala Polytechnic College
under the occupational training program at Islam private schools. There were two sample
groups in the study. The first group consisted of eight program employees and teachers
who were directly responsible for running the program. And the second group was
composed of 92 occupational trainees in the second semester of the academic year 2004.
Two questionnaires were used to collect the data. The first questionnaire, which was
designed for the employees and the teachers in the program to fill out, was composed of
four parts. (1) General background information, (2) evaluation of the program inputs, (3)
evaluation of the program implementation, and (4) open-ended questions. The second
questionnaire for the trainees was also composed of 4 parts; (1) general background
information, (2) evaluation of the program inputs, (3) evaluation of the results after the
training was completed, and (4) open-ended questions. The statistics to describe the data
were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The finding were briefly stated as follows:

General background information of the program employees and teachers. Most of

them were male. The number of those who were not more than 40 years old was egnal to
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the number of those who were 41 or more. They had a Bachelor's degree and most were
teachers/trainers. Their responsibility was teaching or training and running the program
They worked in the program for 3 years or more and had training experience they also
acquired knowledge from their assignments.

Most of the trainees were females, aged 18 or more, and were studying in high
school. Their parents lived together. The household heads were engaged in agricuiture
and had an average monthly income of less than 10,000 baht . The reason for attending the
occupational training program was to apply the knowledge in their lives, they learned about
the program form the recommendations of the academic section.

Overall, the effectiveness of the occupational training program was rather highly
successful. The highest mean was the knowledge and understanding in the subjects taught
and the lowest mean was application of the knowledge.

Next, the inputs of the program employees and teachers were found to be “high”.
The highest mean was the program employees and the teachers, and the lowest mean was
the program details.

Furthermore, the inputs of the trainees were found to be “high”". The highest mean
was the teacher/trainer and the lowest mean was the curriculum.

Moreover, the operational process was found to be high. The highest score was
operational procedures and cooperation, and the lowest score was planning, follow-up and
evaluatioy.

Enough budget for all aspects should be provided. The equipment should be
adequate for the trainees. The curriculum should be improved, with focus on enabling the
trainees to have a knowledge and skills in small business and administration so that they

can earn a living. There should be coordination with Islam private school.
