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The objectives of the study were the following 1) to find out level of
monks' participation in Buddhist activities, 2) to .identify the factors related to their
participation, and 3) to reveal their attitude toward Buddhist activities.
A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 120 monks in Muang
Distict, Songkla Province. percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F —test
were used to analyze the data.

The findings were summed up as follows :

Most of the monks in the study were 20 -30 years of age. They
were in monkhood for not more than 5 years. Most had worldly education; that is,
they completed primary school. They still could not get a diploma in Dharma. The
majority were ordinary monks with no rank. The temples where they stayed were
in  Songkhla municipality. They regularly followed news or information about
Buddhist activities and had a good attitude toward them.

Most of the monks participated in Buddhist activities at a rather low
level. When all the six aspects were considered separately, they were found to
participate at a rather low level in administration, education, spreading Dharma,
promotion and conservation of arts, culture and environment, and social welfare, on
the other hand, they participated in education synthesis at a low level.

When the hypotheses were tested, age, number of years in
monkhood, Dharma education level, position in the temple, rank, following news

and information, and attitude toward Buddhist activities were significantly related to
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their participation level. On the other hand, purpose of ordination and location of
the temple where they stayed had no relationship with their participation level, so
the research hypothesis was rejected.

Recommendations

1. The monks should be motivated to participate in doing good to
the monk institution and the country .

2. The monks should be trained or given advice at intervals on,
particularly, monks’ duties and responsibilities so that monks can help cherish
Buddhism sustainably.

3. The monks who had a good knowledge of management and
administering should be given more opportunity to mange and administer monks’
activities. They should be selected no established criteria and suitability.

4. The operational system should be improved or updatedto cope
with the changing society.

5. The monks' work morale should be boosted and suitable welfare

should be give these monks, too.
