Title of Research Paper Attitude of the Yonths toward the Government's Policy on
Tacking the Violence Problem in the Three Southern
Border Provinces : A Case Study of the Youths Studying
At the Yala Technical College

The Study was aimed at (1) survey the attitude of the youths toward the
government’s policy on tackling the violence problem in the three southern border provinces
and (2) identify the factors afflicting their attitude toward the government's policy. The
sample group was composed of 358 students in 12 fields of study who were studying in the
Yala Technical College during the academic year 2005. A questionnaire was employed to
collect the data. Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to
describe the data and t-test and F-test to the hypotheses.

The findings were summed up as follows :

Most of the youths in the study were male. Half of them were Muslims and
finished high school under the formal education system. They parents of nearly half of
them were in agricuiture. The parents of more than half completed primary school.

. They received news/information about the violence in the three southern border
provinces at a moderated level and from television most.

They were found to trust the reliability of the news/information about the violence in
the three southern border provinces at a moderate level. They trusted family members, e.g.
the parents, their siblings, and relatives most.

Their experience concerning the violence there found to be at low level. They

experienced the unfavorable impact from the violence most.
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They preferred to use a peaceful strategy to solve the violence problem at a
moderate level. They believed most that although there was difference in beliefs, people
could be friends. k

They also had a moderately positive altitude toward the govemment's policy on tacking the
violence problem. The dimensions toward which they head a “high” attitude were political, social, and
economic aspects. They had a moderately positive attitude toward the national security.

When the hypotheses were tested, the factors significantly affecting the youths’
attitude at the 0.05 level were religion, education, access to the information about that
violence, trust in the received news/information and value in a peaceful strategy. On the
other hand, sex, parents’ occupation, parents’ education and experience in the violence in
the three southern border provinces were found to have no influence on their attitude.

Recommendations

1. The mass media must be responsible for the society by being careful and
presenting news productively. The news must be reliable so that the youths will have a
correct understanding. The government should have a clear policy. For example, it should
ask the mass media to help increase the youths, knowledge and to make the youths have
a more positive attitude.

2. The parents and the local leaders should discipline the youths and train them to
be able to distinguish between what is right and hat is wrong.

3. Educational institutions should instill in youths the value of a peaceful method.
The youths should be trained to have ethics and moral and this should be done constantly
and continuously so that the youths will have a good attitude toward the solution of the
violence problem. The government should fully support the teaching and learning of islam
private schools in the three southern border provinces by providing budgets, facilities, and
manpower, in order to standardize their education guilty.

4. The government should increase its efficiency in eliminating the psychosocial.
