This research composes of 3 objectives, i.e., 1. to study the village and
town funding project’s knowledge and comprehension of the project ; 2. to study
factors relating to the member’s knowledge and comprehension, and 3. to study
it’s operational impacts of the loan contract abuse.

Data collection is done through questionnaires constructed specifically for
this purpose. 384 members of the funding project in Mae Sai District Chiangrai
Province were technically selected as samples for this study ; statistics used for
data analysis and hypothesis testing are frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test and F-test (One Way ANOVA) appropriately.

Findings of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The members of the Funding Project as a whole have knowledge and
comprehension of the project at the high level, especially in the aspects of the
project’s objectives, principles and rules of borrowing. However, in the aspects of
receiving punishment when breaking loan contract, their knowledge and
comprehension are low. Their participation in the project is moderate.

2. Factors relating to knowledge and comprehension are sex, age, marital
status. education, occupation, income, advice from authorities, information

received, training about the project and project’s participation.
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3. Impacts derived from contract abuse are perceived as affecting the
project’s operation, members’ borrowing, causing bad reputation, reduction of
fund, among others.

Among important recommendations emerged are more training for
members and committee to increase their knowledge and comprehension of the
nature of the project, particularly the negative impacts deriving from the contract

abuse, among others.
