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The objectives for the study are; 1) To study the rccognition in environmental
improvement in Pattani industrial arcz 2) To study the environment -acceptation, in Pattani
industrial arca. by government sector and industrial sector. In-depth interview and documentation
study were conducted for the study. Six important persons which were 2 local politicians, 2 local
head government officers, and 2 entreprencurs (manager ‘or owner) were selected to be key-
performance. Descriptivc statistics was used for the study.

Results

1. Understanding and knowledge in laws. problems, and community impact i Pattani
industrial area under government sector, local government, and industrial sector: two-third of
panicipants have a high understanding and knowledge in laws and environmental problems while
almost of participants have a high understanding and knowledge in community impact.

2.Law acceptation, problems, and environmental impact on community in Pattani
industrial area under government sector, local government, and industrial sector: two-third of
participants have moderate acceptance on law, almost of the participants have a high acceptance
on environmental impact, and have a high acceptance on community impact.

3.Environmental improvement supporting in Pattani industrial area under government
sector, local government, and industrial sector: two-third of participants think that the government
have a low supported on financial and budget. knowledge and training while moderate on
materials and equipments. Almost of participants have a low environmental conservation
promotion and low campaign, and moderatc support on control and environmental law
enforcement measure.

1. Local administrative égency who in charge the industrial area should have
environmental plan/project.

2. The agency who in charge education in Pattani area must play more attention to the
important and put the environmental conservation and extension into a curriculum to inspire
youth and child to realize the most important and worthy values of national resources used.

3. Local administrative agency should have the enforcement and protection measure the
discharge of wastewater into a natural water sources to control the water quality of Pattani River
in abundant condition by having cooperation and collaboration with provincial and related central

administration offices for a serious solving in wastewater discharged.
