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The objectives of this research are to study roles of the committee at the clection unit in
supervising the election of Chiang Rai City's council members and lord maver on the 3 rd. of
April 2004, and factors relating to the role-playing, including problems, obstacles, trends and
people’s need.

Methods of study comprise documentary review and in-depth interviews of key-
informants, including observation; data collected have been organized systematically and
analyzed by logical context description with the help of descriptive statistics.

Results of the study can be summarized as follows :

1. All of key-informaats interviewed expect the committee at the election unit
perform their duty according to the law for fair election; more than three-fourth of them see that
the committee can play roles following the law fully and result in having fair election.

2. Factors relating to the committee’s role-playing in the election are three of four
key-informants indicate better knowledge and comprehension in rules of the election in being
free and fair and better role-playing. All of the key-informants cited experiences leading to
better role-playing in the election management. More than one-half of the key-informants see
that the election committee ( Ko To To ) select the election unit committee ( Ko Po No ) to play
better roles. All of key-informants have the opinion that good co-ordination work leads to better
role-playing.

3. Among problems and obstacles found are three of four key-informants see that the
selection of the election unit committee by the muhicipalily 1s not proper 1n the aspect of political
neutrality.

4. In the future more than three of four key-informants have the opinion that the
election committee trend to play role in the election with more fairness and all of them vant o
hold the election along the laws.
5. Important recommendations emerged are ;
- should have laws supporting people organization in inspection of the
election seriously.
- having an organization responsible for giving knowledge and

comprehension of the election to the people at large and concerned officials both in short and long

terms.
