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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to compare the pre-learning and
post-learning achievements in the topic of Dhamma Principles in Thai Way of
students learning under the Tri Sikkha teaching method; and (2) to compare the pre-
learning and post-learning Samanyalakkhana thinking skills of students learning
under the Tri Sikkha teaching method.

The sample consisted of 30 Mathayom Suksa I students at Tessaban
Sriboonyanusorn School in Samut Sakhon Province, obtained by cluster sampling.
The employed research instruments consisted of (1) learning management plans under
the Trisikkha teaching method, (2) a learning achievement test, and (3) a test on
Samanyalakkhana thinking skill.

The research findings were (1) the post-learning achievement in the topic
of Dhamma Principles in Thai Way of students learning under the Tri Sikkha teaching
method was significantly higher than their pre-learning counterpart at the .01 level;
and (2) the post-learning Samanyalakkhana thinking skill of students learning under
the Tri Sikkha teaching method was significantly higher than their pre-learning
counterpart at the .01 level.
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
