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The obijectives of this research are 1) to study Buddhist Principles concerning
daily life usage; 2) to study Buddhist Principles as applied to and uphold for community
living; 3) to study approaches for promoting the Buddhist Principle usage leading to the
mental security among people in the community by in-depth interview of 15 key-
informants induding local monks, laymen, local leaders, e.g., village head, school

principle and old peopie. Data analysis is done with logical context description and

description statistics.

Results of the study are briefly presented below:

1. Buddhist Principles suitable for daily life application are the Four Noble Truths
(Ariya Sat Si), the whole summarized Teachings of Lord Buddha, the heart of Buddhism,
with the Noble Eightfold Path (Ariya Mak Pad) as self-training to attain 3 virtues of Sil
(morality) Samathi (concentration) and Panya (wisdom):; these principles lead people to
peaceful living with good physical and mental conditions.

2. The people in Phu Wieng community apply Buddhist Principles of Tri Sikkha
- (the threefold training) of Sil (morality), Samathi (concentration) and Panya (wisdom) in
their daily life and in community living; the improvement of both behavior and mind by
uphold the Buddhist Principles is clear in having honest occupation, loving-care for
others, having sense of unity; parents teach their children to be moral, reciprocal,
seniority, diligent, working seriously, sacrifice for the whole with satisfaction in own
occupation, among others.

3. In promoting the application of Buddhist Principles for the security of the
community, community leaders are important; they should lead in Buddhism promaotion
in the training, teaching, organizing activities and project, among others, to villagers,
youth and students.

Recommendations emerged from this study are, for example, training, teaching
children; parents act as model in this aspect; encouraging joint activities among schoaol,
Wat (Buddhist Temple) and home in training children to be devout Buddhists when

grown-up.
