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The purpose of the study was to measure the quality of life of the people living in
the central area of the Ing river, with focus on the security of family life and the security of
community life.

The total population of the study were 7,822 households in 3 tambons — Ta, Pa-tan,
and Yanghom-located in the central area of the Ing river in Khun Tan District, Chingrai
Province. Fifty household heads from each tambon were selected to be the sample. The
total sample was, therefore, 50 people. A questionnaire was used to collect the data, and the
descriptive statistics, i.e., percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to analyze the
data.

The findings were summed up below.

(1) General background data. Most of the samples had 4-6 family members. Also,
most completed secondary school. Most were engaged in agriculture and eamed a monthly
income of 5,001-10,000 baht. They majority were in debt.

(2) The overall security of family life was found to be high the indicator of the
quality of life that had the highest mean was housing and the indicator that had the lowest

mean was financial status of the family because the expense exceeded the income.
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(3) The overall security of community life was also found to be high. The indicator
of the quality of life that had the highest mean was safety in life and property while the

indicator that had the lowest mean was getting information about the environment.

Recommendations

(1) The government should support people who work in the agricultural sector to
turn to self-sufficiency economy. It should promote the use of bio-organic fertilizers to
increase agricultural produces to reduce the product cost and to conserve the environment.

(2) The tambon administrative organization should play a part in increasing
people’s income by suggesting them to grow the right crops and by giving them techniques
of production. It should support them to have or secondary occupation after the harvest
season and find markets for their produces.

(3) The tambon administrative organization should hold a forum for people to
present their problems and express their opinions on sustainable development of their
community in terms of social, political and economic aspects. It should urge people to
work together in solving community problem.

(4) The Project for Concerning and Developing the Ing River of National Institute
of Development Administration in the North Center (Chiangrai Province) should join
people and other organizations in the Ing river area to conduct research to have enough

technical information to conscrve and develop the Ing river sustainable.
