Title of Research Paper : Au-arthorn Behavior and the Promotion of Au-arthorn

in Phu Wieng Community

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the meaning of ‘Au-arthorn’
defined by the villagers; 2) to study characters of ‘Au-arthorn’ behavior, and 3) to
find out ways to promote ‘Au-arthorn’ in the community’

Key informants for this study are 15 people living in Nai Muang sub-district
(Tambon) close to Phu Wieng National Park.

Results of the study are as follows:

1. The meaning of ‘Au-arthorn’ according to Phu Wieng villagers emphatizing
helping each other; helping is an expressing of ‘Au-arthorn’ Phu Wieng people giving
among themselves. It is not matter who receives the help as long as he/she is in
trouble.

2. Characters of ‘Au-arthorn’ behavior discovered in Phu Wieng are 1) helping
in merit making ceremonies; 2) feeling pitiful and sorry for the sufferings,
handicapped and want to help; 3) helping is by giving some property to others without
having any in return; 4) ‘Au-arthorn’ leads to community unity.

3. Ways to promote ‘Au-arthorn’ in the community are 1) organization should
organize ‘Au-arthorn’ activities; 2) the family should teaches children about ‘Au-
arthorn’; 3) parents should persuade their children to participate in ‘Au-arthorn’
activities; 4) parents, teachers, and local leaders should behavior as ‘model’, and other.

Among recommendations emerged are 1) various organizations in the
community should co-operate in organizing activities promoting ‘Au-arthorn’ in the
community; 2) organizing youth group to participate in the activities; 3) creating
relation between youth, children and religious institution; 4) education institution

should organize activities promoting ‘Au-arthom’ in the community.
