The objectives of this research were fourfolds : 1) to study parents’ needs for founding a
school providing an internationally instructional system at kindergarten level in Ayutthaya 2) to
study parents' needs for sending their offsprings to such a school, 3) to study parents’ needs for
managerial practices in a school providing an internationally instructional system at kindergarten
level in Ayutthaya and 4) to study the feasibility of the managerial practices in a school providing
an internationally instructional system at kindergarten level in Ayutthaya according to the parents’
needs.

The sample group in the stage of needs assessment was 648 Thai in combination with
Japanese parents who got legal job licences in Ayutthaya, and in the stage of feasibility study
was 25 private kindergarten school headmasters, educators and educational supervisors in
combination. The purposive sampling technique was used at both stages. The research instrument
was a 5-point rating scale questionnaire. Data were analysed via t-test for inferencing to a
specified value of parameter. Level of significance was set at .05.

Research findings indicate that

1. most parents need a school providing an internationally instructional system at
kindergarten level to be founded in Ayutthata;

2. most parents need to send their offsprings to such a school;

3. once such a school exists, they need the school to set up managerial practices
in following aspects:

a) clear school philosophy and aims concerning : vision and desired characteristics
of children;
b) specified organizational structure, with educational development plan, annual

action plan, supervision system, efficient information system and also internal audit system;
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¢) curriculum and instruction, focusing on developing knowledge, skills, attitude
and concepts of children. English should be taught as a second language. Curriculum content
should variously serve children from different cultures, emphasize learning processes through
observing, experimenting, doing project works and collaborative learning techniques;

d) school personnel. The headmaster should hold at a master degree. Teachers
should graduate in the field of early childhood education and have English competency,
responsibility, and care for children;

e) service providing. The school should provide services on transportation, lunch,
nurse, health examination, swimming pool, and musical instruments.

4. private kindergarten school headmasters, educators and educational supervisors in
combination view that it is fe.asible for the school to have managerial practices according to the

parents' needs.
