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The purposes of this research were to study and compare the participation levels of the
school committee with different status regarding school internal evaluation in schools under the
jurisdiction of Bangkok Education Service Area, Office II. The research samples, derived from
cluster sampling, were 165 school committee comprising representatives of : parents, teachers,
community members, local administrators, alumni , experts and school administrators. The
instrument used in collecting data was questionnaires which were designed by the researcher
based on 12 activities of school internal evaluation of the Office of the National Education
Commission. The 12 activities were : 1. to prepare for readiness 2. to study the states and
operation results in schools 3. to establish an understanding with the staff to discuss the states
and operation regarding the states and operation results in school 4. to determine objectives,
standard, and indicators for the internal evaluation 5. to determine a framework for the internal
evaluation 6. to determine criteria for the internal evaluation 7. to determine a method for the
internal evaluation 8. to analyze the data 9. to examine strength and weakness of schools
(SWOT) 10. to determine the guidelines for school development 11. to produce self-assessment
report, and 12. to implement the results of self-assessment. The data were analyzed by
percentage, mean, standard deviation and one — way analysis of variance. The research results
are as follows :

1. The participation levels viewed as a whole or individually are found at a moderate
level. However, the participation levels regarding studying the states and operation results in
schools, establishing an understanding with the staff regarding the states and operation results in

schools, and determining criteria for the internal evaluation are found at a high level.

2. The participation levels of the school committee with different status regarding
school internal evaluation are found different with statistical significance at .05 whether these are

viewed individually or as a whole.
