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This research aimed to study th:e administration in the regular schools accommodating
students with special needs, and compare the administration between the administrators of the
special education centres aind the administrators of the regular schools partaking in special
education under Ang tnong Educational Service Area Office. The population were 75 school
administrators working in academic year 2001. The research instrument took {ie fcrm of
questionnaire developed by the researcher, consisting of checklists and rating scales. Statistical
methods employed in data analysis included percentage, mean, and standard deviatior.. Findings

indicated that :

1. The administrators of the regular schools accommodating students with special
needs undertook the administration of the task< involving academia, student affairs, building and
site, and the relationship between school and commurity at a moderate ievcl, out that of
personnel, office administration, finance, and inventory was at the high level.

2. The administrators of the special education centres and the administrators of the
regular schools partaking in special education performed the administration differently in all the
aspects and programmes. Tie administrators of the special education centres carried out
administration at a level higher than the administrators of the regular schools partaking in special

education in all the aspects and programmes.
