This descriptive rescarch aimed to study the conditions and operational problems of the
Health Promoting School Project in the primary schools under The Office of Phranakhon Si
Ayutthaya Educational Service Area . The samples were drawn from 179 primary schools of
different sizes. Participants were school administrators. The research instrument took the form of
questionnaire on the conditions and operaticenal problems in accordance with 10 elements of the
operation of the Health Promoting School Project, adapted from criteria for evaluating the Health
Promoting School standard. After the data were collected, interviews with the school
administrators, tcachers, and related staff were conducted for completeness of the questionnaire.
The content of the data obtained was analysed. categorised and used for modifying statements in
the questionnatres. Statistical methods employed in data analysis were frequency, percentage,
sum, mean, standard deviation, and Kruskal-Wallis H test examining differences.

Findings indicated that:

1. Overall, conditions of Health Promoting School Project operation were not different
in schools of different sizes. However, once studied in details, elements of the operation were
different.

2. Opcrational problems of Health Promoting School Project were not different in
schools of different sizes. However, once studied in details, each element of operational problems
was different.

3. Operation development guidelines for the Health Promoting Schools according to
the view of the school administrators certified by the Health Promoting School standards, and the
academic and public health parties responsible for the Health Promoting School Project, are -

sunmumarised as follows:
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3.1. School administrators should adjust their perspectives on operating the Health
Promoting Schools. The Health Promoting School operational handbook should be studied for an

insight and the guidelines should be associated with the educational system.

3.2. School administrators should declare the intention of operating the Health
Promoting Schools.

3.3. School administrators should create understanding and awareness among
related parties for the importance of operating the Health Promoting Schools. This should allow
goal to be shared, resulting in cooperation.

3.4. School administrators should provide training and promoting education, as
well as raising understanding to create awareness and realisation of the importance of operating
the Health Promoting Schools to the academic staff and among the Health Promoting School
commuttee. 1he deveiopment should be done by taking the committee for off.'xcial trips at schools
which are succeeded in Health Promoting project.

3.5. School administrators should encourage communities to participate in the
operation for the benefit of both the schools and the communities.

3.6. School administrators should advise and provide guidelines for the personnel,
allowing them to understand, be able to carry out the policy regarding the health-promoting
school operation, and coordinate the operation with educational standards.

3.7. School administrators should conduct the follow-up to encourage the Health
Promoting School committee to perform their ro'es and attend the meetings continuously.

3.8. School administrators should establish the public relation systems both inside
and outside the schools to allow cooperation and external examination from the outsiders. This is
because different parties are involved in the Health Promoting School operation.

3.9. School administrators should undertake evaluations on a regular basis to allow
the incompleteness te be identified, as well as the performance to be measured. The evaluation

results are then to be applied for a continuous improvement of the operation.
