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The obijectives of this study are as following: TE 1 5 9 3 8 9

1. To study the attitude of trainees toward School's Program of Citizenship
Evolution and Ret.abilitated Quality of Life Camp.

2. To study the factors which influence the attitude of trainees toward School’'s
Program of Citizenship Evolution and Rehabilitated Quality of Life Camp.

3. To be a guideline to develop and improve the School's Program of
Citizenship Evolution and Rehabilitated Quality of Life Camp.

The population is 139 trainees from the School's Program of Citizenship
Evolution and Rehabilitated Quality of Life Camp. One third of them are 31-39 years old.
57.6 percent of them graduate primary level. Almost 50 percent of them are single. Most
of them live with their family. Besides, the result showed that almost 53 percent of them
are drug penalty and possess the drug for trading. More than 50 percent of them are
imprisoned between 2 years to 5 years. However, mcre than 50 percent of them left the
imprisonment period between 1 year and 7 months to 3 years and 2 months.
Questionnaire is used to be an instrument to collect the data. The statistics, used to
analyze the data, are Mean, Percentage, Standard Deviation, Hypothesis t-test and F-

test.

1. The attitude of trainees toward the School's Program of Citizenship Evolution
and Rehabilitated Quality of Life Camp is rather good level. The attitude of trainees is
measured in 3 parts toward the curriculum which are the receiving knowledge,
recognizing the importance and the application. The curriculum consists of 5 subjects
which are Primary Military subject, ideology and Democracy subject, Health subject,
Religion and Moral subject and Vocational education subject.

2. The factor which influences the attitude of trainees toward School's Program
of Citizenship Evolution and Rehabilitated Quality of Life Camp is the attitude of trainees
toward operation factors. The operation factors consist of officers, instructors,
equipment and facilities, place, period of training and supporting from the other
institutions. The basic factors which are age, education level, marital status, type of
family, penalty period and the left imprisonment period do not influence the attitude of
trainees toward the School's Program of Citizenship Evolution and Rehabilitated Quality
of Life Camp.

Recommendations

1. Program should have enough officers for the trainees. Besides, it should train
the basic dircction of working to the officers.

2. Program should provide enough food, beverage and equipments for the

trainees.

3. Program should provide enough restrooms for the trainees.

4. Program shou!d provide more the special training to the trainees by taking
them to visit and study the other institutions. Moreover, it should provide them to have
more vocational education and agriculture. Finally, it should provide more private time to
the trainees by reducing time of working for the other programs.

5. Program should provide variety vocational educations to the trainees by

invitation variety instructors from the other institutions.
