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The Study was conducted for the following purpcses: TE 1 59 387

1. To find out the opinions of the junior high school parent about tutoring.

2. To identify the factors contributing to the opinions of the junior high
school parent about tutoring.

The data were collected from 400 junior high school parents in Bangkapi
and Baungkum. One hundred percent were returned. Percentage, mean and
standard deviation were used to describe the data and Chi-square was used to
test the hypothesis.

The findings were summarized below.

1. Overall, the junior high school parent had a high 'evel opinions about
tutoring. When the individual dimensions were considered separateiy, it was
found that the junior high school parents had a highest level opinions about
tutoring that the tutoring make their children understanding in the lesson more
than in their schools.

2. The factors contributing to the opinions of the junior high school parent
about tutoring were age, occupation, distance form home to tutoring school,
distance form school to tutoring school and the access to information about
tutorial school. On the contrary, gender, education le\}el, monthly income and
payment for the tutoring were found to have no impact on the opinions of the
junior high school parent about tutoring.

Recommendations: TE 1 59 3 87

1. Formal schools should be emphasize on the objectives of the
curiculum that need students knowledge and competance both technical and skill
aspects.

2. The parents should encourage their children to do something
appropriate that what they want to do and let's them to make their decision by
them self.

3. The tutoring schools should be reduce the number of the student in

class and not allowed them missing.
