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This reseaich comprises 3 objectives; i.e., 1) to study special occupation
women’s behavior and technical services; 2) to study the acceptance in the occupation of
the women; 3) to study problems and obstacles in working as special occupation women.
Data collection vvas done by the in-depth interview of 12 special occupation women as key-
informants.

Results of the study are presented briefly below:

1. Special occupation women’s behavior and technical services which clients
feel most satisfied are following the clients’ demand, embracing and touching the clients’
body gently before having sex with them; performing oral sex and being cn top of the
clients’ body, for example. ‘

2. The special occupation women interviewed admitted that the occupation
brought them good income. However, deep down inside, they aklso feel ashamed.

3. Among problems and obstacles in working in this occupation mentioned,
some of them cited high cost of blood testing and paying 1llegally to the police.

Recommendations emerged from this study, among others, are making the

family a good place to live to avoid undesirable social problems in women abuse.
