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ABSTRACT
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The study aimed to find out the actual role and the expected rol of the Informal
L.ducation Center as perceived by sub district heads and village heads in Jun District,
IPhayao Province. It also identified the factors affecting their opinions about its actual
role and expected role in order to use the research results to improve the operation of
the Informal Education Center.

The findings were summed up as follows :

It was found that difference in age, work environment management, income and
opportunity to participate in decision-making contributed to difference in the subjects’
opinions on the actual role and the expected role of the Informal Education Center at the
0.05 level.

Nc significant difference was found in their opinions about the actual role and
expected role of the Informal Education Center when gender, number of years in the
position, income, education, being a student of the Informal Education Center,
attendance of training courses, and knowledge and understanding were considered.

Regarding the actual role of the center, difference in age, work environment
management in the village, and opporunity to participate in decision-making
contributed to difference in the subjects’ opinions on the actual role at the 0.05 level.

On the contrary, sex, number of years in the position, income, education, being
a student of the Informal Education Center, and knowledge and understanding of the

role of the center were found to have no influgnce on their opinion.
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With regard to the expected role of the Informal Education Center, the sub
district heads and village heads who had different income were found to have different
opinions at the 0.05 level.

Expected role of the Informal Education Center. Sex, age, number of years in
the position, education, being a student of the center, attendance of training course,
knowledge and understanding of the role of the cenier, work environment management,
income, opportunity to participate in decision-making were found to have no influence

on their opinions about the expected role.

Recommendations

In order to increase the efficiency of the operation of the Informal Education
Centcr, the following were recommended.

1. Actual role and expected role. The Informal Education Center should qive
impoitance to the sub district heads and village heads by taking into con<ideration age.
work environment income anc opporiunity to participate in decision-making.

2. Actual role. The informal Education Center should give importance tc the
sub district heads and village heads by taking into consideration age, work environment,
ihcome and opportunity to participate in decision-making.

3. Expected role. The Informal Education Center should take into consic.eraticr

the income of the sub district heads and village heads.
