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ABSTRACT

The three objectives of the study were (1) to find out the way of life of fishermen
along the coast in Pak-Bangtawang Village, Tambon Bangtawang, Nongjik District,
Pattani Province (2) to study the impact from the changes resulting from development,
and (3) to suggest some way to solve the problems.

The sample of this qualitative research included 12 key informants who were in-
depth interviewed. The secondary data were taken from related documents. Also direct
observation and participatory observation were used to collect the data.

The findings were briefly stated below:

1. The people in Park Bangtawa village bed a simple life. Most of them were
Muslim, Their primary occupation was fishery. In the past they used the traditional
fishing method, including stretching the net for catching cattle fish, throwing sold what
they caught to the businessmen in their village. At present, there was some change
which made some women to be éngaged in general employment in downtown Pattani.
There were also a lot of men who sold their labor in Malysia-, since the traditional way
of fishery could not make them earn enough money to raise their families besause of
the smaller number of marine rescurces resulting from the natural environmental
change and competition for marine resources from big fishery.

2. Impact from change resulting from development. The people in the Pak
Bangtawa villige had changed their way of life because of the popularity of capitalism
which focused on capital and technology. This gave rise to the fishing industry. There
were many medium-sized fishing boats that violated the law and caught fish in the
coastal area by using trawl net‘s, making the number of fish become smaller and the

people encountering poverty.  Consequently, the members of many families had to
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enter other occupations. Some household leaders had to go to enter other occupations.
Some household leaders had to go to work in Malaysia. Women in the community had
to go to downtown Pattani to find jobs. Such a way of life and the course of community

life. In the past they used to live peacefully.

Recommendations

1. Related agencies, especially the Fishery Department must strictly enforced
the law to conserve marine life resources.

2. The Fishery Department and government agencies at the local and the
provincial levels must protect the communities which earner a living with local inertest
and keep their own culture which is the right stipulated in the Constitution.

3. The schools in the area should give importance in protecting the Pak -
Bangtawa village so that they can lead their lives with dignity. The educational
institutions that are interested in the communities and cultures should give support and
build a network to enable them to have a bargaining power. The south Center of
National Institute of Development Administration, Yala Province and the Club for
Conserving and Developing the Pattani River should play a part to conserve, protect

and develop the life quality of the community.
