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This study has threc purposes. First, 1o understand the Icvel of readiness for juvenile drug-
offenders to return to society after have been rehabilitatad in the Center. Second, to study the
factors which could have the effect on juvenile drug-offenders’ readiness to return to society after
receiving trcatment from the rehabilitation ceater. Third, to study the problems of treatment
during rehabilitation of drug-offenders while receiving care at the center. The data has been
collected from 212 juvenile drug-offenders and being rchabilitated at the Rehabilitation Center of
the 26" Paramilitary Troop, Pak Tong Chai Camp, Nakom Ratchasima Province. This study
has applied the Yamane foamula to determine the sample size. Data collection has been done
through questionnaire. Statistical methods of calculations for frequency distribution, percentage,
average meaus, standard deviation, t-test snd F-test (One-way Anova) are the analytical tools used
for data analysis. Results of the study are summarized as follows:

The study group consisted of 131 mal s and 81 famales at which fost aged between 17-20
years old with early high school level cf education. Juvenile drug-offenders who received
treatment were allowzd to live with their father during 4 or more months of rehabilitation.

The overall level of readiness in retuming to society, we found out that their mental and
physical hcalth and job skills arc very high.

The muost crucial factor that has the effect on the readiness in returning to society is the
perspective to the curriculum. Other factors such as gender. age, level of education, type of
offense, type of family, period in treatment, support from caretakers and family, and knowledge

of narcotics problems are not relevant to juvenile's return to society.

1) External break and Icisure time tor juveniles so they co.n attend to their pcrsonol

activitics and won't feel so stressed out during rchabilitation.

2) Weshould encourage small group activity so the juvenilcs can exchange thoughts

and ideas with among another.

3) Dring weekend, we should allow parents to visit the center and cncourage activitics

in order to alleviate homesickness among the juvcniles.

4) Allow juvcniles access to tclephone to contact home in case their parents couldn't

come to visit

5) Establish Icisure activitics such as music, sports, and movies for juvenile during

weckends.
