ABSTRACT
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The three objectives of the study were : (1) to find out the prisoners’ recidivism at
Bangkwang Central Prison, (2) to reveal the factors contributing to their recidivism, and (3) to
find some ways or measures to prevent recidivism.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 364 male prisoners in Area 1-6 at
Bangkwang Central Prison who committed crimes more than twice. The descriptive statistics to
describe the data were percentage and mean, while the inferential statistics-One-way Analysis of
Variance and t-test were used to test the hypotheses at the 0.05 level of statistical significance.

It was found that one cause of the prisoners’ recidivism was that most prisoners have a
little income but had no saving. They lived in rural areas. The majority lived in shopping areas,
weekend markets or industrial areas near the sources of drug trade. They committed wrong-
doings unintentionally. Tleir income could not cover the expenses, so they needed money or
propetty. Some were persuaded by their peers to commit crimes. They had no specific
occupation and were engaged in general employment. They finished eleinentary school (Prathom
1-6). They came from a warm family.

Mgast of recidivism of the offenders will committed on two times against norcotic laws,
followed by crimes against life with life imprisonment punishment.

Factors influencing on recidivism were inapprehensive, poverty, inadequacy of income

for family, and needs for money and property.
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The living condition in the prison. The prisoners were given occupational training, but
most courses did not match their desire. They could not choose the courses they want to attend
and to tke as an occupation. They thought that people did not accept them back to society if the
former knew that they were prisoners before.

When the imprisoument term ended, they would not commit crimes again. But they
wanted the society to accept them back and the government to give them an investment
fund to start an occupation, or to find them corrections jobs and places to earn a living.

As for the Department of Corrections, it was found that the goalees worked hard to

correct the prisoners” behavior and they were hospitable to them.

Recomimendations

1. There should use qualitative research on the behavior way of life and culture of the

prisoners who committed recidivism.

2. Also, research should be conducted on the behavior of the prisoners after th=y left the

prison.

3. Further studies should focus on social and cultural factors that werc related to

recidivism by using prisoners in the prisons across the nation as samples.
