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The purpose of the study was twofold : 1) to reveal the anxiety of
aircraftmen under the Airforce Tuming Wing 1, and 2) to identify the factors contributing
to their anxiety. The data were collected by distributing questionnaires to 158
aircraftmen under the Airforce Tuming Wing 1 at Somdej Phrasrinakarinthra Fort,
Lopbun Province. Frequency, percentage mean and standard deviation were used to
descritye the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

1. Most of the subjects were aircraftmen, aged 21-40 and were
married. They were non-commissionied aircraftmen in the position of mechanic. They
had a Bachelor’s degree and a salary of lower than 15,000 bath a menth. They worked
in the border areas. They had 1-2 children and then were also worked outside

2. The anxiety of the aircraftmen was found to be moderate. The
anxiety about health received the highest mean (X=1.97), followed by household
finance/economy (X=1.75), work condition (X=1.65), and home and work environment
(X=1.54), respectively.

When the hypotheses were tested, it was found that the factors
contributing to their anxiety were age, marital status, official rank, position, education,
income, and relationship within the family. On the contrary, nature of cuirent work,
number of dependents, having a family, number of marriage years, characteristics of the

current family, number of children and the wife having or not having work.



Recommendations TE 1 5 3 3 4 9

1. The aircraftmen thought that their work was at high risk but the
pay was low compared with that of private enterprises. Therefore, it was recommended
that the pay scale should be revised to be in line with the current economy and the
inflation. Especially, the pay for mechanics was much lower than that for pilots.

2. The aircraftmen were worried about the home and work

environment most.  Especially, their lodgings were not work environment most.
Especialtly, their lodgings were not specious enough and were also deteriorated

(X=1.39). Therefore, a budget should be allocated to develop or improve their lodgings.
